TO REDUCE HEALTH HAZARDS IN YOUR HOME:
If your home was built before 1978, test exposed paint for
lead. You can buy test kits yourself or hire a professional.

Some city health departments provide free test kits.

Have children tested for lead exposure regularly, from at
least birth through age six.

Use vent fans in rooms that have lots of moisture, like the
bathroom, to prevent mold growth.

If you have a leak or food in your home, quickly dispose of
damaged items.

Clean small areas of mold on walls or fabric with hot, soapy
water. Wear a mask, gloves, and goggles while cleaning.
